How has your believe been tested?  How has your belief been strengthened?  

Who has been instrumental in developing the faith you have in Jesus?

How have they been instrumental?

On a one to ten – how BIG is your God?  

When you think of God being BIG what comes to mind?

The single most important thing Job and Bartimaeus did was to persistently go to God.  Job did not “give up” on God; Bartimaeus kept calling out to Jesus even though some in the crowd told him to stop bothering Jesus.

Are there times when you want to stop calling out to Jesus and try something else?

Do you find discouragement overwhelming sometimes?

The devil tested Job without mercy – Bartimaeus was blind, poor and relegated to begging to sustain his life.

Can you try to describe what Job may have felt as you consider the end of the story in Ch. 42?  What may his friends thought?  

Jesus called out to the people to bring Bartimaeus to Him – He then asked Bartimaeus what he wanted. . . . . why did Jesus ask such a question?

Have you asked the “impossible” from God before?

Have you seen the impossible happen?  

How could we help others develop faith in a BIG God?  Skeptics, agnostics, etc.
