Nora, a
red haired bunny owned by Natalia Augustynek, an EMT student at CCBC, was said to have enjoyed all the atten-
tion. Taylor Williamson brought her two bunnies to share in the festivities as well. The Chik-Fil-A Cow made an
entrance half way through the day bringing coupons, and posing for photo ops with the children.
